£l Tactical / Field Level

Description:
Direct impact on soldiers, guards, and personnel in sensitive sites.

o Exhaustion of elite and special forces, as they face threats that predict their moves.
o Enabling attackers to seize control of specific urban areas or facilities rapidly.

£ Strategic Military Level

Description:
Impact on national defense and armed forces.

Impact:
* Weakening security at command centers and military communication hubs.
o Disruption of defensive planning due to pre-mapped offensive layouts.

o Changing rules of engagement: urban areas become highly dangerous for traditional
operations.

&l Cybersecurity Level

Description:
Exploitation via smart devices and unmanned vehicles.

Impact:

e Hacking into security systems (cameras, smart gates, e-IDs).

o Potential use of employee personal data to facilitate infiltration.
