OPERATIONAL NEED AND PROJECT DEVELOPMENT DIRECTION

DEFENSIVE ENDURANCE

The ability of a defensive system to sustain combat operations and maintain its operational effectiveness for a
sufficient period of time, allowing the mobilization and regeneration of defensive capabilities and resources
before reaching the point of collapse, at a rate that enables it to counter the adversary's offensive capability
and prevent the operational collapse of the defensive system.

OPERATIONAL CHALLENGE AND DEVELOPMENT OBJECTIVE

The adversary possesses an offensive capability capable of depleting defensive resources and degrading
system effectiveness over time through repeated and intensive attacks, potentially leading to the gradual
erosion of defensive capacity and ultimately reaching the point of operational collapse. In response to this
challenge, the development objective is to enhance defensive capabilities in order to increase the system's
ability to endure and counter the adversary's offensive capability while maintaining operational effectiveness
under sustained pressure.

This enhancement aims to generate a Defensive Counter-Momentum that enables the system to sustain
defensive operations for longer periods, reduce the effects of attrition, and gain the time required for
reloading, repositioning, and regenerating defensive capabilities. By maintaining this defensive counter-
momentum, the system can preserve combat readiness, sustain the defensive effort, and continue resisting
persistent offensive pressure, thereby achieving the desired operational outcome: preventing the collapse of
the defensive system while preserving its ability to continue performing its mission throughout prolonged and
high-intensity conflicts.
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
